Content Area: Social Studies and ELA

Time Span: 40 minutes 
Lesson Overview: Students will learn about a young boy’s first immigration experience when he arrived on Ellis Island in the late 1800’s by comprehending a short narrative. They will form sentences comparing the young boy’s immigration experience to their own using comparative conjunctions. 
Goal: Students will be able to comprehend a short narrative about immigration and form sentences comparing their experience to a young boy’s experience using comparative conjunctions. 
Objectives:
· Students will be able to: 
· Predict what is occurring in a picture of Ellis Island. 
· Define the word immigration. 
· Interpret a short narrative that illustrates the second wave of immigration. 
· Engage in narrative read aloud. 
· Apply comparative conjunctions to relate the narrative to their immigration experience. 
Language:  
a. Listening/speaking – Engage in a narrative read aloud conducted by the teacher. Students will share their predictions with the class about the picture of Ellis Island being displayed on the smart board.  
Reading/Writing – Students will individually read a short passage that explains the second wave of immigration. They will answer comprehension questions. Students will compose five sentences comparing the boy’s immigration experience with their own. 
                          Structures – Comparative conjunctions (but, and, although, yet)
Content:
a. Social Students – Students will be able to comprehend the history of immigration in the late 1800’s.

Procedure: 
Motivation (2 minutes): When students enter the classroom, a picture of Ellis Island will be displayed on the smart board. The word, immigration, will be displayed above the picture. Students will be asked to think of the word, immigration and predict how it relates to the picture. 
Introduction (1 minute): After a short class discussion, the teacher will give a brief introduction of what is going on in the picture. 
Silent Read (5 minutes): The teacher will pass out a short passage that explains the second wave of immigration. The students will be asked to read this silently. In order to assist the students with any difficult vocabulary words, the teacher will hand out a vocabulary sheet. The teacher will have already highlighted the words in the passage too. 
Comprehension (8 minutes): The teacher will pair students together and they will be asked to answer comprehension questions. The class will review these questions after everyone has completed the activity. 
Read Aloud (10 minutes): The teacher will conduct a read aloud, which will be a short narrative from the book, From Rebels: Into Anarchy and Out again, written by Marie Ganz and Nat J. Ferber. In order to assist the students with any difficult vocabulary words, the teacher will hand out a vocabulary sheet. The teacher will have already highlighted the words in the passage too.
Grammar: The definition of conjunction will be displayed on the smart board. Below the definition will show how to compare and contrast using conjunctions. After the teacher gives an overview, the teacher will pass out a graphic organizer. The teacher will instruct the students to construct five sentences comparing and contrasting the young boy’s immigration experience to their own. Students will be given a list of conjunctions that can be used and questions that will guide them to come up with comparisons. 
Closure (2 minutes): Before students leave, they will be handed an exit ticket. The exit ticket will ask them to recite one fact about the second wave of immigration. 
Extended Practice: In order to enrich the students learning experience, they will have the option to go on a virtual field trip of Ellis Island. This will be accessible to any student who has completed the assignment before class has ended. If not, the website will be handed to them so they can do this on their own free time. The student will be instructed to print out the webpage and have a parent sign it proving that they completed the activity.

Assessment: The students will be evaluated based on independent activities and cooperative work. Their knowledge will be evaluated on their comprehension worksheet, five sentences, and exit ticket. The teacher will use the students completed comprehension worksheets, five sentences, and exit ticket responses assess her teaching methods and lesson, as well. If the majority of the letters meet the objectives, the teacher will consider her lesson and applied teaching methods successful.
Modifications:
· The read aloud allows students to read along with the text and better comprehend the text. 
· Highlighting vocabulary words. 
· Vocabulary sheet. 
· The graphic organizer assist learners organize information. 
· Students have the option to use their native language dictionary to translate words they are unfamiliar with. 
· Students who need reading support will be provided an index card to follow along if requested. 
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
