
SIOP Lesson Plan

Content Area: Math and ELA

Theme: My Body 

Time Span: 40 minutes 

Lesson Overview: Students will learn the names of different body parts. They will apply their knowledge of numbers and counting to determine how many they have of each body part.  They will apply the rule of adding -s to the end of nouns to make it plural. 

Goal: Students will be able to identify the different body parts and count the amount they have of each body part. They will be able to appropriately apply the letter -s to the end of a show to show plurality. 

Content Objectives: 


Students will be able to: 

· Engage in a shared reading that identifies the different body parts. 
· Count the amount humans have of each body part. 
· Identify where the body parts are located on the body. 
Language Objectives:


Students will be able to: 

· Engage in a shared reading that will when model -s is appropriate to use. 
· Determine when -s should be used to make a word plural. 
· Apply the letter -s to the end of a word to make it plural. 
Language: 

· Listening/Speaking: Engage in a shared reading. Students will be prompted with questions to speak in full sentences. 
· Reading/Writing: Engage in a shared reading. They will read sentences allowed during number counting activity. They will apply the letter -s to the end of words to need to be made plural.

Procedure: 

Motivation: The teacher will display the cover of the book, “My Body”, on the smart board. She will introduce the topic: All About The Body. She will ask students to stand up and point to different body parts. 

Shared Read: The teacher will start to read the book, “My Body”. The teacher will start off by having the class look at the picture. She will ask a student to name that body part and how many of that body part he or she has. If it is more than one, she will enforce the -s at the end of that word. The class will precede to use their observation of the pictures to guide them in reading the page as a class.


Vocabulary Practice: The students will engage in an interactive smart board activity where they will “Create a Body”. A student will be called up to the smart board, asked to name a body part, count how many they have of that specific body, and drag it to the correct spot on the body. By the end, the body will have all the body parts attached. 


Counting Practice: The students will quietly be asked to walk to the table. At the table, they will be given a piece of paper that is divided into three columns. The columns are labeled as followed: I have one (1)..., I have two (2)..., I have ten (10). They will be given pieces of paper with pictures of the body parts on them. As a class, they will determine where each body part belongs depending on how many parts they have of that body part. After all of the body parts are placed in the correct box, they will glue. 


Adding -s activity: The students will be asked to sit back down on the carpet. The teacher will call upon students to come up to the smart board. Students will be asked to determine the picture of the body part, how many they have of that body part, and circle the correct choice depending on the right number. They will be asked if they should add -s at the end of the word or leave it alone. If they are to add -s, they will write it in the allotted spot. 


Closure (exit ticket): Before students go back to their classroom, the teacher will ask them to name one body part, point to it on their body and count how many have of that body part. 

Extended Practice: In order to enrich the students learning experience, the teacher will ask students to read the book to their classmates if time allows. If time does not allow, they will be asked to read to the text to their parents at home. 

Assessment: The students will be evaluated based on independent activities and cooperative work. Their knowledge will be evaluated on their participation, knowing the names of the different body parts, correctly counting the amount of each body part, and their exit ticket. If the majority of the class meets the objectives, the teacher will consider the lesson and applied teaching methods successful.
