Content Area: Social Studies 

Theme: Family

Time Span: 40 minutes 

Lesson Overview: Students will learn about the different members in a family. The teacher will incorporate language development with a focus on subject pronouns. The students will engage in a shared reading activity, interactive grouping activity, and a worksheet, which is intended to build their knowledge on subject pronouns and members in a family. 

Goal: Students will be able to identify the different members in a family and use subject pronouns appropriately. 

Content Objectives: 


Students will be able to: 

· Engage in a shared reading that introduces them to members of a family.  
· Define various members in a family, as well as, the word ‘relative’. 
Language Objectives:


Students will be able to: 

· Engage in a shared reading, which includes subject pronouns. 
· Differentiate between he and she and be aware 
· Apply subject pronouns in sentences.
Language: 

· Listening/Speaking: Engage in a shared reading where students will be prompted with questions. Students will be asked to read sentences they have complete for writing activity out loud, as well. 
· Reading/Writing: Students will read their sentences they completed during individual practice out loud to the teacher. They will also be writing the subject pronouns in allotted spot on worksheet and in the book.

Materials: 

· Smart board 
· “My Family” book (on smart board)
· “My Family” book (paper)
· “My Family” book fill-in activity 
· Subject pronoun worksheet 
· Pencils and erasers 
Procedure: 

Introduction: The teacher will display the cover of the book, “My Family”, on the smart board. She will introduce the topic, Family. She will say that families can be the same and families can be different. She will ask students if the family is big or if the family small, which will follow by the class counting the members in the family.  


Shared Read: The teacher will start the book, “My Family”. The teacher will use a pattern for each page. The teacher will start off by having the class analyze the picture. The class will precede to use their analysis to guide them in reading the page as a class. The teacher will assess their understanding and introduce them to subject pronouns by asking guided reading questions. 


Subject Pronoun Practice: The students will engage in an interactive smart board grouping activity. They will be asked to place the person/people in the correct subject pronoun category. 


Model First Activity: The teacher will model their first individual practice on the smart board, which is to circle the correct pronoun for each sentence and write that pronoun in provided spot. 


Individual Practice: The students will quietly be asked to walk to the table. At the table, they will be given the same worksheet that was displayed on the board. They will complete this activity and will be asked to read completed sentences to the teacher when they are finished. 


Model Second Activity: At the table, The teacher will model their second activity, which is to fill in the missing pronouns in the, “My Family”, book. 


Individual Practice: At the table, they will be given a copy of the book, “My Family”, with the subject pronouns missing. They will be instructed to read the page and fill in the correct subject pronoun. After students complete this activity, they will participate in a shared read and each student will be asked to read a page from the book. 


Closure (exit ticket): Before students go back to their classroom, the teacher will ask them to say one member of the family and the correct subject pronoun that goes with the member. 

Extended Practice: In order to enrich the students learning experience, the teacher will ask students to add their own page to the book. They will follow the pattern that was illustrated throughout the book. 


ex. This is my father. He is combing his hair. He is a member of my family. 

They will also be asked to read this book to their family members at home. 

Assessment: The students will be evaluated based on independent activities and cooperative work. Their knowledge will be evaluated on their participation, correct use of pronouns during independent practice, and their exit ticket. If the majority of the class meets the objectives, the teacher will consider the lesson and applied teaching methods successful. 
Modifications: 

· Graphic organizers assist learns with organizing information. 
· Differentiating instruction.
· Accomdate to those who are selectively mute by asking them to whisper the correct answer to the teacher. 
· Students have trouble following along with their finger will be provided a sheet of paper to break up the lines.
