Content Area: Social Studies and ELA

Theme: Family: Household Chores 

Time Span: 40 minutes 

Lesson Overview: Students will engage in a read aloud and learn about the different household chores. The teacher will incorporate language development by focusing on using sequential order to speak and write. 

Goal: Students will be able to differentiate between household chores and fun activities, as well as, write in sequential order. 

Content Objectives: 


Students will be able to: 

· Engage in read loud that talks about household chores and fun activities 
· Differentiate between household chores and fun activities 
· Define household chores/responsibilities
· Identify household chores that they must do 
Language Objectives:


Students will be able to: 

· State what they must do first and what they can do after 
· Write what they must do first and what they can do after
· familiarize themselves with sequential order in speaking and writing  
Language: 

· Listening/Speaking: Engage in a read aloud where students will understand the different chores that a son and father must do before they can do fun activities together. They will practice their speaking skills during the grouping activity where they will be asked to say what they have to do first then what they can do after. 
· Reading/Writing: Students will write two sentences in sequential order about what they have to do first (chores) and then what they can do after (fun activities). They will be asked to read these sentences out loud to the teacher and their peers.

· Kevin and His Dad written by Irene Smalls and Illustrated by Michael Hays 
· Group Activity (smart board) 
· Writing Template (paper and smart board) 
· “Chores” portable word wall
· Pencils and erasers 
Procedure: 

Read Aloud: 


The teacher will read, Kevin and His Dad, to the students. 


Grouping Activity: 


Students will be asked to group pictures into chores and fun activities. They will be asked to say what they have to do first and what they can do after. The teacher will stick to this sentence structure: First, I have to..., Then I can...


Writing Activity (Model): 


The teacher will model the writing activity students will do independently. She will show them how she thinks of a chore and a fun activity, draws that chore or activity in the box, and uses that picture to write a complete sentence. 


Writing Activity (Independent Practice): 


The students will be asked to go to the table quietly. The teacher will hand them the writing template and they will be asked to do what was modeled on the board. 


Closure (exit ticket): Students will be asked one activity that they have to do before they can do a fun activity. 


Extended Practice:  


In order to enrich the students learning experience, the teacher will have students “create their own book” by having them write more pages about chores and fun activities they engage in at home. 


Assessment: 


The students will be assessed based upon their ability to differentiate between chores and fun activities during the grouping activity. They will also be evaluated on their writing samples being that they wrote the chores and the fun activities in the allocated areas. If the majority of the class meets the objectives, the teacher will consider the lesson and applied teaching methods successful. 

Modifications: 

· Graphic organizers assist learners with organizing information 
· Differentiated Instruction 
· Visuals to help with vocabulary 
· “The Chores” word wall to help with structuring sentences.
